NOTE:  Maxwell does NOT condone students riding with other student drivers.  Exceptions to this rule will be made for student drivers transporting immediate siblings (brother, sister).  All others must have expressed written permission from Maxwell High School of Technology.
STUDENT PARKING

You have purchased a parking I.D. decal which will allow you to park in the school parking lot.  Any student vehicle parked in any area of the school campus that is not specified for student parking will be illegally parked.  Parking permits are $35.00 for the 2015-2016 school year and must be paid for when application is turned in at mypaymentsplus.com.  If you will not be driving until a later date, you must wait until that time to make application for a parking space.

Students must read and obey the following set of rules to maintain the privilege of driving on campus:

1. No student may obtain a parking permit for another student or give someone else permission to use his/her parking privilege.

2. Failure to immediately pay a parking ticket will result in suspension of driving privileges.

3. You will not be allowed to park on campus unless the hang tag that you purchased is displayed properly in your vehicle.

4. Driver must leave vehicle and parking area immediately upon arrival.

5. Obey all traffic signs.  Careless driving or squealing tires will result in disciplinary action and loss of driving privileges.

6. Park in designated areas only – no vehicle may occupy more than one space.

7. Do not leave campus after you arrive without permission from Administrative personnel.

8. Lock your vehicle and do not return during the day without written permission from designated official.

9. There is to be absolutely no smoking as you enter or leave the parking area or drive between Maxwell High School or your home school.

10. No driving through the bus loading area.  Speed limit is 10 miles per hour – no fast starts.  Buses and pedestrians always have the right-of-way.

11. Students who are chronically late, frequently absent or who have chronic discipline problems will lose their driving permit per an administrative review.  You must be in the class room at 7:45am/11:10am (pm class) or you are tardy (it does not matter if the buses are not present yet).  Refunds will not be granted to students losing driving privilege due to disciplinary actions. 
12. Failure to comply with revocation of parking permit will result in rule violation failure to follow directions and carries OSS consequence.

13. No student is to ever ride in the bed of a pick-up truck or ride in seats not equipped with seat belts.

14. Excessive noise will result in possible loss of driving privileges or other disciplinary consequences.

15. Students are reminded that all vehicles brought on campus are subject to search when suspicion exists that items are in the vehicle that violate Student Conduct Code.  These items include, but are not limited to, weapons, cigarettes, lighters, drugs and stolen property.

16. Moving traffic control equipment could result in loss of driving privileges. 

17. Permit must be returned at the end of the school year.

REMEMBER:  DRIVING IS A PRIVILEGE THAT CAN AND WILL BE REVOKED IF THE ABOVE RULES ARE NOT FOLLOWED.
